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BY-LAWS

OF

ARTICLE I
Members

Section 1. Members.
The members of THE PRINCETON NATIONAL ROWING ASSOCIATION (the
“Corporation”) shall be Ronald Chen, Timothy Hosea, James Millar, Daniel Protz, and
Richard Smith. The members are authorized to appoint additional and successor

members from time to time by majority vote of the members.

Section 2. Conditions of Membership.
Members must be interested in the objects and purposes of the Corporation. The
Corporation may establish and put into effect such further rules, regulations, and orders
governing admission to and termination of membership, rights, powers, privileges,
obligations and duties of members as the By-Laws shall from time to time provide and as

shall not be inconsistent with this Section 2.

Section 3. Termination of Membership.
Any member may voluntarily withdraw from membership in the Corporation by giving
written notice of such resignation to the Chairman, President or Secretary of the
Corporation. Such resignation will be effective when accepted by the Board of Directors.
Except as otherwise provided by law, the Certificate of Incorporation or the By-Laws, no
rights, powers, privileges, obligations or duties as a member shall survive the death or
